1. Stay Calm

2. State the problem — | want to
report a....

a) Example:

= a burglary in progress (explain
why briefly) or just that a
burglary has occurred.

= a suspicious person (explain
why)

= an auto theft has occurred or in
progress

= An accident...a fire....etc.

b) Address of where the emergency is
occurring. Remember to give full
address, i.e., East, South, West,
etc...and the nearest cross street.

c¢) The name, address and telephone
number you are calling from.

3. Let the police operator control the
conversation. Answer all questions
to insure best response.

a) If you wish to remain anonymous,
please give the above information
and make your request to be
anonymous. Tell the operator that
if the police need more
information, they can call you by
telephone later.

b) Do not hang up, stay on the
telephone until you know the
police have arrived at the crime
scene or the operator tells you to
hang up.

Don’t assume that someone else has called
the police. If a crime occurs in your
neighbourhood, report it immediately. Only
about half of all crimes are ever reported,
and a five minute delay means the chance of
catching the criminal drops by 65%.

It is better to receive several
calls about a crime that is
happening that none at all!
